Become a financial supporter

Make a tax deductible donation of cash or check.  Here’s your chance to make an important contribution to education and receive an income tax credit for the full amount you contribute up to $200 single or $400 per married couple.  Any household may donate; you do not have to live within the district; and you do not have to have children enrolled in school.
Here’s Your Chance:  If you paid in at least $200 single or $400 married for state taxes, with the use of Form 322, Arizona Tax Law (ARS 43-1089.01), allows taxpayers a tax credit if they contribute to Character Education Programs or Extracurricular Activities in public schools.  Extracurricular activities such as sports, library, student council or field trips are generally not fully funded by school districts.  These programs depend on your generosity.  

The tax credit is available to all State of Arizona taxpayers, regardless of whether they have children in school.  You may donate less than $200 (or $400 per married couple) and be eligible to receive the state tax credit in the amount of your donation.  You may split your donation among more than one public school or more than one activity but will still qualify for a maximum state tax credit of $200 (or $400 per married couple).  Just send your check, along with the response card, to Pine Strawberry School.  A receipt will be mailed to you.  Dollars contributed that would fall under your Federal Donations are also acceptable.  Donations must be made by December 30, 2010.
