Public Participation at Board Meetings
The Governing Board welcomes input from community members, but before formally addressing concerns to the Board, community members are encouraged to first contact the school district superintendent for assistance.

There are three communications avenues available to the community in which to formally present concerns to the Governing Board or contact Board members. They are:

1. Call to the Public.  Call to the Public is an opportunity for those in attendance at the board meeting to provide their input concerning an agenda item listed on the agenda, or to share other issues within the jurisdiction of the Board. Speakers are limited to not more than 5 minutes for their presentation. Please see Board Policy BEDH – Public Participation at Board Meetings for specific details (a copy is on the sign-in table). If any member of the public would like assistance with any issue, please contact the school administration or a Board member.
2. Submit an Agenda Item.  By statue the Board may only discuss and/or take action on items that are placed on the Board Meeting Agenda. Should a member of the public wish to have an item placed on the agenda, please contact the school district office at 928-476-3283 or send an email to the district office at pineschool@pineesd.org or access the district’s email through the school district’s web site at www.pineesd.org. Agenda items must be very specific in their content as the Board may only address what is provided for in the item. Agenda items must be finalized for inclusion on an agenda not later than a week prior to a scheduled meeting.
